1. Seeing Jesus in me/us.

John 14:4 You know the way to the place where |
am going.” 5 Thomas said to him, “Lord, we don’t
know where you are going, so how can we know
the way?” 6 Jesus answered, “l am the way and the
truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except
through me. 7 If you really know me, you will know
my Father as well. From now on, you do know him
and have seen him.” 8 Philip said, “Lord, show us
the Father and that will be enough for us.” 9 Jesus
answered: “Don’t you know me, Philip, even after
| have been among you such a long time? Anyone
who has seen me has seen the Father. How can
you say, ‘Show us the Father’? 10 Don’t you believe
that | am in the Father, and that the Father is in me?
The words | say to you | do not speak on my own
authority. Rather, it is the Father, living in me, who
is doing his work. 11 Believe me when | say that |
am in the Father and the Father is in me; or at least
believe on the evidence of the works themselves.

(1) This is all about sensing His presence.
(2) Placing our faith where it belongs starts things.
(8) When we SHP He becomes available to us.

2. Seeing Jesus with me/us.

John 14:12 Very truly | tell you, whoever believes in
me will do the works | have been doing, and they will
do even greater things than these, because | am going
to the Father. 13 And | will do whatever you ask in my
name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son.
14 You may ask me for anything in my name, and |
will do it. 15 “If you love me, keep my commands. 16
And | will ask the Father, and he will give you anoth-
er advocate to help you and be with you forever—
Hebrews 4:16 Let us then approach God'’s throne

of grace with confidence, so that we may receive

mercy and find grace to help us in our time of need.

(1) All about sensing the power of Jesus with me.
(2) Jesus invites us to full access with Him.

(8) Jesus is with us and offers to help.

3. Seeing Jesus in others.

John 13:34 “A new command | give you: Love one an-
other. As | have loved you, so you must love one another.
Galatians 6:9 Let us not become weary in doing
good, for at the proper time we will reap a harvest

if we do not give up. 10 Therefore, as we have op-
portunity, let us do good to all people, especially to
those who belong to the family of believers.

2 Thessalonians 3:11 We hear that some among
you are idle and disruptive. They are not busy; they
are busybodies. 12 Such people we command and
urge in the Lord Jesus Christ to settle down and
earn the food they eat. 13 And as for you, brothers
and sisters, never tire of doing what is good.

(8) We know Jesus has helped & healed others.
