The Work of God in Our Salvation

1. What does it mean that God foreknew?
Rom 8:29 For those God foreknew . . .

(1) God foresees all things - Past present & future.
(2) God establishes a love relationship w/us.
(3) God loved & selected them to salvation.

2. What being predestined really means?
Rom 8:29 . .. he also predestined . . .

(1) God predestined some to receive salvation.
(2) Everyone saved was chosen by God.
(3) It happened before foundation of the world.

Both of these are true:
(1) God promises to save those who call on Him.
(2) God chose us before the world was created.

3. God wants us to be to Jesus.
Rom 8:29 . . to be conformed to the image of his Son
(1) To like Jesus in how we

Phil 2:5 In your relationships with one another, have
the same mindset as Christ Jesus:

(2) This is clearly what God for us.
Eph 5:1 Follow God’s example, therefore, as dearly
loved children 2 and walk in the way of love, just as
Christ loved us and gave himself up for us as a fra-
grant offering and sacrifice to God.

(3) We end up God & others.
1 Cor 11:1 Follow my example, as | follow the exam-
ple of Christ.

4. Who is this among many?

(1) This is a reference to as Messiah.
Rom 8:29 . . . that he might be the firstborn among
many brothers and sisters.

(2) He the way in resurrection for

Col 1:18 And he is the head of the body, the church; he
is the beginning and the firstborn from among the dead
so that in everything he might have the supremacy.

5. Three of God choosing us.
(1) We are by God..
Rom 8:30 And those he predestined, he also called; . .

Called= -God us to Himself to believe.
John 6:44 “No one can come to me unless the Father
who sent me draws them, . ..

(2) We are by God.
Rom 8:30 . . .those he called, he also justified . . .

Justified= -God us to be righteous.
Rom 3:20 Therefore no one will be declared righteous in
God’s sight by the works of the law; rather, through the
law we become conscious of our sin. 21 But now apart
from the law the righteousness of God has been made
known, to which the Law and the Prophets testify. 22
This righteousness is given through faith in Jesus Christ
to all who believe. There is no difference between Jew
and Gentile, 23 for all have sinned and fall short of the
glory of God, 24 and all are justified freely by his grace
through the redemption that came by Christ Jesus.

(3) We are by God.
Rom 8:30 . . . those he justified, he also glorified.
Glorified= -This is our future.
-Represents the of sin.
